• Bags, lunchboxes and water bottles to be labeled with name and class. It 

iscompulsory to send a cloth napkin with the tiffin. 

• Parent-Teacher Meetings will be held from time to time to update you on 

your ward’s performance. Parents must attend all PTMs. 

• The child should be toilet trained. Send an extra set of clothes in the bag 

every day. 

• Almanac is a means of communication between parents and teachers. Kindly 

ensure that the child carries it to school every day.
