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Capital Letter

The first word of a sentence always begins 

with a capital letter. 

For example 

• She is reading a book.

• This is a blue bottle.



Letter ‘I’

The pronoun ‘I’  is always written in capital.

For example 

• My brother and I are playing chess.

• I like to eat ice cream.



Capital Letter 

Names of people, place, days , months, rivers, 

mountains, festivals and holidays begin with 

a capital letter.

For example
1.My friend Roy is good at dancing.        ( PEOPLE)

2. She lives in New Delhi                          ( PLACE)

3. We are going on a picnic on Sunday. (DAY)



4. Christmas comes in the month of December.                 (MONTH)

5. The Ganga is a holy river.                                                ( RIVER) 

6. The highest mountain in the world is Mount Everest. (MOUNTAIN) 

7. I enjoy the festival of Holi. (FESTIVAL)



Full Stop ( . )

It comes at the end of a sentence.

For example 

• Children are eating fruits.

• She is going to the market.

This shirt is dirty.





The girl is feeling shy.

My uncle gave me a pup.

This is a red bag.
