• The Mantle is the

largest layer of the Earth
at 2900 km thick.

• The mantle is
composed of very hot
dense rock.

• It is Solid but capable of
flow (like fudge) Semi-
Solid/Semi Liquid.

• Composition: Molten (liquid) metal that is 
about 4,700°C .

• Thickness: 2,266 km.

• Located about 2900 km beneath the crust.



• Solid sphere made mostly of metals.

• It is hottest layer, as hot as 6,650°C .

• It is solid because of the pressure from the outer 
core, mantle, and crust compressing it.

• Thickness: 1271 km.

It is
called as Volcano.

• Lava cools down into solid rock and
accumulate to form mountain.
